Making a banner in Photoshop CS2 ~ Jodi Trovato

Standard banner size 468x60

to start

Open photoshop thistutorial isfor CS2 can be applied to ¢s3 an previous photoshops 7
&8

First you need to start with a blank template

click file top left of photoshop screen (highlighted in blue) click new from drop down
menu that will appear.

a Size chart will pop up .. you want 468 pixels width and 60 pixels height and 72
resolutions and transparent back ground color mode RGB (it will say 8 bit next to it)

once you do that click ok ..

click on the FILL bucket ( looks like atilted paintbucket) then choose a color, in the area
below you will see 2 squares on top of each other click the one that's on top of the other
and anew window will open .. move the mouse around to find your color an then click ok



once that has been done .. go to your new banner , bringing the mouse over it an click it
an it should fill with color. shown in white here.

to bring in text click on the letter T choose from the fontsin your font library at the top
tool bar ..

bring the mouse back to the banner and add text as shown above the blank one in photo
above

to add graphics, click on the file tab at the top left again and choose OPEN find the
graphicsin your computer files .. get the one you want by clicking on it then click open.
at this point click the*+ in the tool bar on the left of the photoshop screen .. it looks like
an arrow with a plus sign next to it.

once you do that .. click on the graphic you opened an drag it into your banner .. and just
sizeto fit by dragging the edges tops an bottoms to your liking

The graphic WILL not be seen in full unless you shrink it as seen in below pictures



once you get it to the size you like .. double click on it or go back to the arrow plus size
(whichis called pointer) and click that .. awindow will pop up that will say

apply cancel or don’'t apply

always hit apply when you are done if you like the way it 1ooks.

repeat those steps to get all your graphics in place. moving around .. putting them where you want
them

now for a border

under the letter T in the left tool area you'll see a square .. click on that and above the work area a
new tool bar should appear with a square rectangle octagon and a / click on the /

then just go from one corner to the top .. then side to side .. then size to side on the bottom and
then side to side to make the top and your done .. you can make the border any color by doing the
color the same way you made the back ground color by clicking on the white square (or what ever
color you made it and choose your color then an hit ok.
